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The Edmonton gala Taras
Shevchenko concert commemorating
the 200th anniversary of the birth of
the poet, took place on March 15,
2014. The program was organized
by the Ukrainian Music Society of
Alberta under the auspices of the
Ukrainian Canadian Congress-
Edmonton Branch. The President
of the latter, Luba Feduschak,
greeted both Bishops, government
representatives, and the large
audience.

Our theme was: “Taras Shevchenko
— the Genius of His Word”. This

was demonstrated by the seven

art songs performed masterfully by
invited bass-baritone Pavlo Hunka
(England), and the two choirs, a
combined adult and a youth, directed
by invited conductor Maestro
Laurence Ewashko (Ottawa). Piano
accompanists were Dr. Joachim
Segger and Irena Tarnawsky (both of
Edmonton).

The adult choir began with “Zapovit”
(M. Verbytsky) with a solo by Pavlo
Hunka, followed by “Reve ta stohne”.
Then the children’s choir sang four
songs, during which Hanusia Kuc
recited a poem. L. Ewashko elicited
a wonderful performance from the
children.

The verbal part of the concert, in
Ukrainian, consisted of the MC,
Liliya Pantelyuk, explaining between
performances, what Shevchenko
did for the Ukrainian language and
nation, and his universal ideas of
freedom and dignity. All texts were
prepared by Halyna Kotovych.
Olia Myc read a poem-tribute to
Shevchenko, and Roman Brytan
presented a speech about the
novelettas which the poet wrote in
exile.

Our invited guests, the Strathcona
String Quartet, treated the audience

to “Prelude, in Memory of Shevchenko”
(Y. Stepovyi), arr. by Anna Kozak,
Edmonton Symphony violinist, and the
“String Quartet in D minor” (M. Lysenko).
The last performance, the choir cantata
“Biut’ porohy” in which P. Hunka took
part, gloriously finished the concert with a
standing ovation by the audience.

In her bilingual closing remarks, the
President of UMSA, Luba Boyko-Bell,
stressed the importance of respect for the
Ukrainian language for which Shevchenko
fought all his life, and emphasized that the
heroes of Maidan heeded Shevchenko’s
“Testament”: “Bury me, then rise ye up,
break your heavy chains”. A moving
Ukrainian National Anthem sung by all
concluded the concert.

On March 12, 2014 a standing room-
only crowd of over four hundred
people attending the UCC-APC
Fundraising Rally for the Maidan
made individual donations from $5
to $5000 and jointly raised over
$107,000 for medical aid to people
wounded on the Maidan.

In addition, the Province of Alberta
donated $25,000 and pledged to
match community donations with
$100,000 more from provincial funds
to support medical, rehabilitation, and
loss of family income costs incurred
by 30 remaining participants of the
Euromaidan still in Kyiv hospitals.

The fundraising will continue until
May 25, 2014 at the 100 branches
SERVUS Credit and is expected to
raise about a quarter million dollars.
In Edmonton the public gathered at
the Fundraising Rally at St. John’s
Cultural Centre both to commemorate
the Heavenly Hundred (by then104
had died) and simultaneously to
protest the invasion of Crimea and
the risk of Russia invading continental
Ukraine. St. John’s hall contributed
generously to the evening. The strong
press presence was due to the work

of Darka Tarnawsky, the head of the
publicity and press committee.

Elected officials expressing solidarity
included: Alberta Premier Alison
Redford and PC MLA Genia Leskiw;
Leader of the Liberal Party of Alberta,
Dr. Raj Sherman; Wild Rose Party,
Rod Fox, and New Democrat Deron
Bilous. Federal elected officials
speaking included Conservative MP
Peter Goldring; Liberal MP Chrystia
Freeland (via video); and New
Democrat MP Linda Duncan. Alberta
Speaker Gene Zwozdesky and Federal
MPs Bernard Trottier and Laurie Hawn
also were also present. Community
speakers included UCC-APC President
Olesia Luciw-Andryjowych and the
Fundraising Rally Chairperson, Dr.
Roman Petryshyn.

Thanks are due to financial donors,
artistic performers, speakers and the
two dozen volunteers that made the
Fundraising Rally the success it turned
out to be. The funds are going to
emergency medical assistance badly
needed by those who were wounded
on the Maidan in defense of their
democratic rights and a brighter future
for Ukraine.
