HOLODONMOR “NEVER TO BE FORGOTTEN”

1921-1923 - 3 million Ukrainians died. This famine was provoked not only by the poor
harvest of 1921 but also by the Bolshevik policy of “food allotment’, which was extremely
destructive.

1932-33 - The Ukrainian Famine-Genocide. 7-10 million Ukrainians died. A renowned
American scholar and professor of Stanford University Robert Conquest in his book “Harvest
of Sorrow” wrote that the famine was planned by Moscow to destroy the Ukrainian peasant-
ry as a national bastion and that the Ukrainian peasants were destroyed not because they
were peasants, but because there were Ukrainian peasants. As a result of the exceedingly
savage actlons of Muscovite emissaries, an immense quantity of grain was confiscated from

: 3 the Ukrainian peasantry.

1946-1947 - 1 million Ukrainians
died. The famine began with a drought
that devastated the southern oblasts of
Ukraine. Instead of organizing aid to this
region, Stalin cynically connected this
famine to manifestations of “Ukrainian
bourgeois nationalism”. During this period
grain was being exported from the USSR,
and the president of Czechoslovakia, K-
ement Gottwald, whose country was one
of the beneficiaries of these grain exports,
declared: “The Soviet Union has saved us
from starvation”.

ANNUALREPORT

UKRAINE’S PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION 2004

The call to the community for Observers for Ukraine’s Presidential Election
2004 began in November 2003. A Committee was formed by Catherine
Chichak and a brochure was sent out in February 2004 inviting members
of our Ukrainian Community to register as potential Election Observers
for the anticipated election in October 2004. Following the fraudulent
2nd round of voting rallies, meetings, divine liturgies, concerts and other
events were organized throughout Alberta, raising awareness of the is-
sues in Ukraine. A plan was prepared and fundraising began to support
sending election observers from Alberta to Ukraine. A goal of $125,000
was set. On December 13, a “Media Launch” was held at City Hall, fol-
lowed by a “Business Breakfast” and a Fundraiser Banquet on Democracy
Day — December 15, at the Chateau Louis Hotel and Conference Centre.
With local business support, over $6,000 was raised at breakfast, and 200
people attended the $250 per plate banquet that raised over $47,000.
Appeal letters were sent throughout the community and the community
responded in a positive manner. Approximately 200 Albertans applied
to be Observers in Ukraine. Two training sessions were held at our office
with a total attendance of some 78 potential Observers. Upon comple-
tion of determining the number of Observers that could be covered in
our fundraising, we are very proud that we had 28 UCC-APC sponsored
Observers and 45 Canadem who traveled to Ukraine. We must acknowl-
edge the tremendous amount of planning carried out by our UCC Na-
tional Office both in Canada and the logistical arrangements in Ukraine.
We thank and commend our Alberta Government ( Wild Rose Founda-
tion) for responding to our financial appeal for Alberta Observers Proj-
ect. We are grateful for the grant of $125,000, which requires us to match
from our fundraising events. It is important for us to realize the monu-
mental task that was accomplished ultimately in a very short few weeks.
You, the community, individuals, organizations, businesses, the media,
and government responded very strongly to our appeal.

ROUND TABLE DISCUSSIONS %

On May 14th, 2005 39 students (aged 13-25) met at St. John’s Cultural
center (10611-110 Ave., Edmonton) for a round table discussion, the first
initiative under the Project. The “Preparing Youth for the International
Community” discussion was held with special guest Mr. Oleh Beloko-
los, Councilor of Economic and Commercial Affairs from the Embassy of
Ukraine in Canada.

WORLD MASTERS GAMES (WMG) JULY 22 - JULY 31

UCC-APC worked with the organizing committee of the WMG and the
Veterans Association of Ukraine in assisting athletes from Ukraine. Trans-
portation and accommodation were arranged and interpreting services
were provided. On July 27th, a Meet and Greet was held at the Ukrai-
nian Youth Unity Complex in Edmonton, and it was a great success. The
Ukrainian Canadian community had the opportunity to welcome the
Ukrainian athletes and coaches to Edmonton. Thank you to the volun-
teers who provided their time and efforts to assist in making the visiting
athletes’ stay as enjoyable as possible, through driving, supporting, and
even opening their homes.

LVIVSKA OBLAST DELEGATION OFFICIAL VISIT TO ALBERTA

The official delegation from the Lvivska Oblast in Edmonton from August
7 to 13 consisted of two government members: Governor Petro Olijnyk,
Head of Region State Administration and Petro Radchuk, Head of the
Department for International Relations and Investment. On Friday, Sep-
tember 2, 2005 UCC-APC organized a lunch and a business information
session for the community at the Chateau Louis Hotel.

PRESENTATION OF CERTIFICATE OF COMMENDATION

UCC received from the Governor General of Canada, The Right Hon. Adri-
enne Clarkson, a Certificate of Commendation on Aug. 31 at Edmonton
City Hall. UCC-APC took part in planning and organizing of the event.

UKRAINIAN DAY

Over 3,214 people attended Annual Ukrainian Day organized by the
Ukrainian Canadian Congress-Alberta Provincial Council, with the Ukrai-
nian Cultural Heritage Village on Sunday, August 14, 2005. The day began
with Divine Liturgies at the orthodox and catholic churches. Honorable Ed
Stelmach, Minister of International and Intergovernmental Relations, un-
veiled the new Centenary Pioneer Monument. This was followed by ser-
vices at the Royal Canadian Legion Monument in memoriam of the Year
of the Veteran, honouring our Ukrainian War Veterans. To commemorate
this event UCC-APC published a Souvenir Booklet that was distributed to
all attendees. The Centennial Pioneer Recognition Awards were present-
ed to families whose ancestors have been in Canada for 100 years or lon-
ger. Dave Broda received the Michael Luchkovich Award at the opening
of the afternoon Concert. The Avramenko Display featured Alberta and
Saskatchewan'’s contribution to Ukrainian dance in those two provinces
in celebration of their 100th anniversary celebrations was premiered in
Alberta at Ukrainian Day. A Ukrainian community showcase featured cul-
tural exhibits and displays such as pysanky, embroidery, spinning, weav-

ing and genealogy.

These awards
were presented in three categories to the following people: Youth - Paul
Groch; Adult - Andrew Hladyshevsky, Joyce Sirsky-Howell, Marion Ostap-
chuk, Lesia Pohoreski, Orest Soltykevych, Senior- Catherine Chichak, Nellie
Wasylik, Dr. Harry Hohol, Eva Tomiuk. His Worship Stephen Mandel, Mayor
of Edmonton was a keynote speaker of the banquet. A Special UCC-APC
Award was presented to Peter Goldring, MP, in recognition and apprecia-
tion of outstanding contribution and support to the Ukrainian commu-
nity in Alberta during his years of public. A Special Executive Award was
presented to Honourable Gene Zwozdesky, MLA, Minister of Education,

I was fortunate to spend a weekend among a group of young
dynamic community leaders in Canmore, Alberta, where the
Ukrainian Canadian Congress - Alberta Provincial Council
(UCC-APC) organized its first annual Alberta Youth Confer-
ence from November 11-13.

groups and cultural ensembles;
* Reasons for their volunteerism in-
cludes: personal growth, networking,
socializing, giving back to the community, but for the most partbe-
cause they view the Ukrainian community asintegral to theirlives;
® When asked about the most relevant Ukrainian organizations
in Canada, the vast majority listed UCC, youth organizations
(CYM, Plast, CYMK, etc.), church organizations (Orthodox and
Catholic) and cultural organizations (in roughly that priority).
e Each participant considered today’s community organizations
are relevant to them but some felt that they were at a stage in

bate and will make good topics for another conference;
* When asked about the next observer mission to Ukraine
for the March 26th Parliamentary elections, their hands shot
up as each was prepared to volunteer for the next mission.

From the interest expressed by the participants in hav-
ing another conference next year, it is abundantly clear that
there is a need and an interest for similar youth confer-
ences to be held by all UCC Provincial Councils, Branches
and by UCC National on an annual ba-
sis. However, all should be forewarned,
Alberta has set a very high standard.

As someone who is not far off in age from
this group, I was enthused to see such a dynamic group of lead-
ers who I look forward to working with for the advancement of
the Ukrainian community. I am pleased to say that these con-
ference participants are not only the future leaders of the Ukrai-
nian Canadian community - they are today’s community leaders.
