Newly-arrived Ukrainians can still
find spiritual comfort in the many Ukrainian Orthodox Churches found all over Alberta and
Canada. We also extend a helping hand to all newly-arrived Ukrainians. May they find peace
and freedom here in Canada, as did the pioneers 133 years ago. “The Cradle of Ukrainian
Settlement in Canada” is extended to new Ukrainians. May God bless all Ukrainian people, past
and present, in Canada.

It
unifies various member organizations
across the province, advocating for and
coordinating the interests of over 450,000
individuals of Ukrainian descent.

This year, UCC-APC is celebrating its 50th
anniversary. In 1974, the Ukrainian
Canadian Committee (now UCC-APC) was
formed as a non-profit society by the
following Ukrainian organizations: UCC-
Edmonton, UCC-Calgary, UCC-Vegreville,
Ukrainian Catholic Brotherhood, Ukrainian
Self-Reliance League, League of Ukrainian
Catholic Women, Ukrainian National
Federation, League for the Liberation of
Ukraine, and the Ukrainian Professional and
Businessmen's Club.

The Committee promoted Ukrainian
heritage through events and programs
based on their traditions. They also
represented the community's concerns to
the provincial government. After 1976, the
Ukrainian  Canadian  Committee was
renamed the Ukrainian Canadian Congress.

This year, our theme is Strength in Unity,
and we are proud to say we have grown to
unite 20 member organizations which hold
key roles in supporting Ukraine and the
Ukrainian culture in Alberta.

Pereveslo - Calgary

The choir was created by Kateryna Sakson and like-
minded individuals at the onset of the unfortunate
events in Ukraine. Actively involved in social events, the
choir raises awareness of the war's cruelty and
addresses the needs of those fleeing to Canada.
“Pereveslo” has quickly become a community—a family
for displaced people mourning the loss of their previous
communities. It serves as a centre for cultural
gatherings, preserving national traditions and rituals.
Choir members call themselves “Perevesliany,” meaning
“those who belong to Pereveslo.” This sense of
belonging, love, and family helps them survive in a new
place, far from home.

Ruta Musical Folk Ensemble

The first members of the ensemble were students of the
Dzherelo Drama Studio in Edmonton, Alberta. Their
participation in performances of speech and song led
them to develop a keen interest in Ukrainian folk music.
Thus, the Ruta Musical Folk Ensemble was founded in
2012, under the sponsorship of the Ukrainian Women’s
Organization in Edmonton.

MICHAEL LUCHKOVICH

Michael LUCHKOVICH became one of the youngest MPs in Ottawa and the first
MP of Ukrainian origin in 1936. As the first Ukrainian MP, Luchkovich represented
more than just the people of his riding; he also became the spokesman for the
200,000 Ukrainians living in Canada.

Since 1986, the Ukrainian Canadian Congress — Alberta Provincial Council has
honoured individuals who have previously been elected officials with the Michael
Luchkovich Award for their significant contribution and dedication to the
betterment of all Canadians. The award is presented annually by the UCC-APC
President during the Ukrainian Day Festival at the Ukrainian Cultural Heritage
Village in Alberta.

Tyler SHANDRO is a husband, father, lawyer, and former Cabinet Minister in the
Government of Alberta. As Minister of Health, he managed Alberta's COVID-19
response, reformed continuing care, and passed 12 healthcare bills. As Solicitor
General, he modernized the Police Act, expanded RCMP oversight, and signed an
agreement with the Siksika Nation for a self-administered police service. As
Justice Minister, he renamed the Provincial Court, increased its jurisdiction, and
expanded the use of Justices of the Peace. Tyler has also served on various
tribunals and commissions, including the Municipal Government Board, the
National Parole Board, and the Calgary Police Commission.

Tyler is a strong supporter of the Ukrainian Canadian community. As Minister of

Labour and Immigration during Russia’s invasion of Ukraine in 2022, he helped
coordinate Alberta’s response. He also advocated for a monument in Edmonton

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The Origins

The Ukrainian Canadian Committee, or the UCC, is the supreme
coordinating body of 811 major Ukrainian secular organizations with the
exception of communist groupings. Currently, the UCC consists of over 30
major Ukrainian organizations and 45 local branches situated in Nova
Scotia, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Alberts and British
Columbia.

The origing of the UCC go back to 1940 when the Second World War
was about to erupt in earnest. It is at that time thet the leaders of
Ukrainian Catholic Brotherhood, Ukrainian Self-Reliance League, Ukrainien
National Federation, United Hetman Organizations end Ukrainian Workers'
League decided that a strong “umbrelle” organizstion or coordinating- body
would be advantageous to the Canadian Government es well as to the entire

Although the originel main goel of the Committee wes to give full
assistance to the Canadian Government in furthering the war effort in
defence of the democratic way of life throughout the world, other tasks
took precedence after the wer. The Committee has assumed the role of a
spokesman for the aspirations of the 45 million Ukrainians whose state was
subjugeted by force by the Bolsheviks. The Committee has elso found it
necessary to promote the positive participation of the Ukrainfans in
Canadian politics, in the cultural evolution of this country and 1n all aspects
of its economic and social life, while retaining their own distinctive
cultural identity. Another task which the UCC has leken upon itself was
that of rendering essistance to the victims of Communist aggression and to
all other needy Ukrainians at home and abroad.

The supreme authority and power of the UCC is vested in the Ukrainian
Congresses held every three years. Congresses elect the UCC Presidium as
their executive erm. In the interim, business of the Committee is
trensacted by en Executive Director and his staff operating st the UCC
National Headquarters, located in Winnipeg, Manitoba.

During the war years, the Committee wes giving all possible
assistance to the Government by actively participating in military
recruitment cempaigns, bond sales, Red Cross drives and in many other

patriotic pursults. After the war, 1t was actively participating in the

rehabilitation programs of the returning servicemen. Parellel with this, the
Ukrainian Canadian Relief Fund was organized to aid Ukrainian war victims
and destitute Displaced Persons in Europe. The Commitiee has also taken
every possible opportunity to promote the Ukreinien imege among English
and French speeking Canadians. Much publicity and recognition was earned
by the UCC, and by the same token by Ukrainian Canedians, during the
hearings of the Royal Commission on Bilingualism and Biculturelism in the
nineteen sixties. The Committee insisted that Canada was & multicultursl
rather than a bicultural society and that Ukrainian Caenadians were full
partners, with the British and French entities, in the Canadian multicultural
mosaic.

In recent years, the Committee has been a staunch champion of human
rights consistently exposing the violations continuously perpetrated by the
USSR.- It has repeatedly been drawing the attention of the Canadian national
and World international authorities on the persecution of religious and
political dissidents in the Soviet Union. It is gratifying to note that the
voice of the Committee along with that of other organizetions has not been
in vain - some concessions, albeit 1imited, have been made by the Soviets to
appease public anger and frustration in the West.
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We have always stood for exposing the
injustices Ukrainians have faced and have
always proudly taken initiative to preserve and
promote our Ukrainian language and culture.

Job Fairs / Hiring Events / Welcome

Events

Since the war broke out, UCC-APC has hosted multiple job fairs in
Edmonton and Calgary, each attracting approximately 1,000
jobseekers. About 30 employers from various sectors participated
in each fair, offering positions at different levels. Additionally, in
2023, we organized smaller hiring events with major employers such
as Covenant Health, Edmonton Public Schools, and Arctic Spas,
where candidates were hired on the spot.

UCC-APC also organized welcome events, providing essential
information on settlement, banking, school and daycare programs,
immigration, taxes and more. These events were crucial in helping
newcomers integrate smoothly into their new communities.

Ukrainian Newcomer Furniture
Warehouses

To help Ukrainian newcomers settle into their new homes, UCC-APC
established the Ukrainian Newcomer Furniture Warehouse in both
Calgary and Edmonton. The Calgary warehouse closed on March of
2023, but the Edmonton warehouse remained open from April of
2022 until April of 2024. The Ukrainian Newcomer Furniture
Warehouse operated in a generously donated 23,000 square-foot
space provided by the International Brotherhood of Boilermakers
Lodge 146. We helped furnish the homes of approximately 16,000
families, distributing around $8 million worth of donated furniture.
This effort was made possible by our dedicated volunteers, who
contributed nearly 25,000 hours to operate the warehouses.

Community
Outreach/Advocacy

Since 2022, UCC-APC has led key initiatives to support
Ukrainian newcomers. One major achievement was
coordinating the first flight of displaced Ukrainians
from Poland to Edmonton, made possible through
collaboration with former Premier Ed Stelmach,
Thomas Lukaszuk, the Polish community, and LOT
Airlines.

Throughout this period, UCC-APC organized crucial
meetings to address various needs. Discussions with
former Immigration Minister Kaycee Madu resulted in
extending three-year stays and work permits for
CUAET program participants. Meetings with MPs
Heather McPherson, Randy Boissonnault, Ziad
Aboultaif, MLA Jackie Armstrong-Homeniuk, and
former Premier Jason Kenney focused on resolving
healthcare concerns. A meeting with MP Yvan Baker
from Etobicoke Centre (Ontario) discussed ways to
bring home children kidnapped by Russia. Additionally,
an important meeting with Minister of Defence Bill
Blair centred on how to support Ukraine in winning the
war.

UCC-APC also engaged with government officials such
as Ukraine’s Prime Minister Denys Shmyhal, Ukrainian
Ambassador to Canada Yulia Kovaliv, European
Commission President Ursula von der Leyen, and
President Volodymyr Zelenskyy, strengthening their
support network for the Ukrainian community.

English classes

To help newcomers adapt and secure employment, UCC-APC organized English classes across the province, offered
online, in-person, and hybrid formats. Since 2022, UCC-APC has hosted about 25 classes, each with around 30
students. Additionally, a two-week intensive “Survival English” course was offered in Calgary for recent arrivals. From
July 2022 to date, 3,962 people have participated in this program.

Humanitarian Aid for Ukraine

Over the past years, UCC-APC has donated $10,000 to
Ukraine for critically needed medical supplies. We have
delivered $5,000 to the Charitable Foundation KOLO for
the purchase of sterile surgical instruments for Kyiv's
Military Hospital. Additionally, we donated $5,000 to the
Surgery Department of Zhytomyr's Military Hospital.

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Financial Support for our
Ukrainian Community in
Alberta

In the fiscal year 2022-23, UCC-APC had the privilege of
acting as a fiscal agent for the Government of Alberta.
During 2022, UCC-APC distributed $150,000 to six
Ukrainian organizations in Alberta, aiding newcomers
through information services and various activities. The
following year, 2023, saw UCC-APC manage $200,000 in
government grants. These funds were allocated as
follows: $100,000 provided food assistance to 16
organizations, and another $100,000 supported
settlement activities for 15 organizations. The
settlement funds facilitated integration programs,
including cultural initiatives, significantly aiding
Ukrainian newcomers in thriving and integrating into
Alberta society.
